Rotary-engined cars will have a factor of 1.8 applied and a 

Turbo/Supercharged factor as appropriate. i.e Turbo/Supercharged Rotary engined 

cars will have the engine capacity multiplied by 1.8 and then 1.7. Net multiplier = 3.06.
